As post of our topic on sound, the children explored how vibrations create 

sound waves that travel through the air.  Using simple materials like lolly sticks and straws, each 

student created a basic harmonica and experimented with how changing the spacing and 

positioning affected the pitch. 

 

The room was filled with laughter, curiosity and plenty of music as the children tested their 

instruments. It was a fun and engaging way to reinforce their understanding of how sound is 

produced and changed. The activity sparked great discussion and allowed pupils to apply 

scientific knowledge in a creative, memorable way.

The children in Years 5 and 6 were given a talk about the importance of keeping themselves safe 

and being aware of County Lines and what it means. Two children shared what they had learnt 

and how they felt.  

Amari Year 6: ‘We learnt about how to keep safe on the street, if for example a child after school 

is hungry and they go to a shop to get some food, go to different shops instead of the same 

ones otherwise members of these gangs will try and find you. If someone offers to buy you 

something don’t accept anything from them. They are trying to make a fake friendship and could 

result in you being taken from Enfield to Southend, for example. The gangs may take someone 

to an area they don’t know and make them become involved in drugs. I felt quite sad that 

children are exploited and taken away from their home. They’re being taken to bandors where 

drug addicts live, and just left there until the police or somebody finds them.’
